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Over the last week lamppost banners have been hung from 150 lampposts 
in the city centre with a further 285 adorning the lampposts of the arterial 
roads into the city centre. 
 
A small hiccup occurred during the installation aft er some of the banners 
down Freetown Way and Beverley Road had been hung u pside down, these 
have now being rectified.  
 
The first role of the banners will be to promote Wi lberforce 2007, the 
banners will then be used throughout the year to pr omote events and 
festivals happening in the city centre.
